At the recent Electric Picnic festival, Glennon Brothers (www.glennonbrothers.ie) teamed up with the Wood Collective (www.woodcollective.ie) collaboration in wood project to showcase the innovative uses of Irish timber.

As part of the Arts Trail at the festival, a number of highly contemporary dynamic structures were constructed over 3 days in full view of the public. The sculptures demonstrated the structural, spatial, functional, and acoustic qualities of Glennon Brothers timber. 

The timber was manipulated to create a responsive and dynamic structure, complemented by functional layering to house information on the life cycle of the material, its sustainable context as well as providing an accessible deck and seating element for the public with ambient lighting after dark.
